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TEST #2 MENS HAIRSTYLING  

Men’s Classical Sculptured Taper with Trend top design with Beard Design  

Time: 2.5 hrs  
This competition calls for sculpting tapered nape and sides with a trendy top design of the competitors own choice. 

The taper must be executed with the scissor- over comb technique, no clippers allowed. Necklines and sides are 

traditionally tapered and graduated. The top will follow the World trend’s, however there must be a flow with what’s 

happening in the nape. The beard design can be of the competitor’s choice but should tie in with the overall design, 

clippers and edgers are allowed in sculpting the beard design. Haircolor will not be changed.  

Haircut:  
 • The neckline is tapered to zero just above the collar line, using the scissor-over comb technique.  

 • All cutting tools are allowed except for clippers.  

 

Finished Style:  
 • Only hand held dryers may be used  

 • No other thermal tools allowed  

 • All brushes and/or combs are permitted  

 • All styling products are permitted except for coloured   

    hairspray 

 

Beard Design:  
 • Creative Beard Design  

 • All cutting tools are allowed  

 • Clippers with or without guards are permitted 

 

Judging: 

International 30 pt. System will be used, and only Judges that are members of the ABA Judging program will be 

participating. 
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TEST #1 LADIES HAIRSTYLING  

Ladies Creative Day Style With Color Enhancement  

Time: 4.5 hrs  
A creative day style will be executed as performed in the high fashion salons, following international trends. 

Color and form must not be extreme.  

Haircut:  
• The hair must be cut, the cut itself will not be marked.  

• The finished style is of the competitor’s own choice following the World trend in this category 

 

Colour:  
  You must color the hair – must have  3 visible colors. 

  All coloring techniques are allowed.  

  The choice of color is free, but without being extreme.  

  No Full-head primary or secondary colors allowed. 

  No color sprays, gels or mousses are allowed  

 The color- placement and application will be judged and a prize awarded. 

 

Blowdry:  
 Competitors perform a blow-dry on wet hair  

 All tools allowed except thermal  iron’s.  

 All styling and  finishing products are allowed except color sprays, gels or mousses  

 Wigs and  hairpieces are forbidden
